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The Office of the Chief Scientist (OCS) has established the Global Enterprise R&D Cooperation Framework in order to encourage cooperation in industrial R&D between Israel and Multi National Companies (MNCs). 

The Global Enterprise R&D Cooperation Framework provides a range of significant incentives, through which the OCS shares the high risks and costs inherent in high-tech development, with the partnering companies.  

Each and every cooperation model is being tailored to the MNC's specific needs and requirements. The following basic benefits are kept in all variants: 

· Risk Sharing

Under the Global Enterprise R&D Cooperation Framework, joint R&D projects between MNCs and Israeli companies, authorized by the OCS would be entitled to financial assistance of 50% of the Israeli company’s approved R&D expenses.

· Access to innovative technologies 

The OCS is assisting the MNC in identifying potential Israeli partners whose products and services may help fill gaps in the enterprise’s product line, capabilities and capacity.

· Favourable approach & supportive work environment 

The OCS commits to providing rapid response, provision of assistance in preparing the appropriate grant application forms etc.

· Credit for ‘Buy-Back’ liabilities

In many countries local directives obligate foreign companies to purchase (due to their sales in these countries) locally manufactured products, or carry out other reciprocal business activities, involving the signing of back-to-back purchase, offset or other counter-trade agreements.
In Israel, the direct investment made by the MNC in R&D project of Israeli companies will be credited with 150 percent of the value of such investment.
